RV Travel Expected to Rise this Summer Despite Gas Prices 
After 100 Years, RVing’s Economic Engine Continues to Drive California  

 
WHAT: The California Recreation Vehicle Dealers Association (CalRVDA), along with

ages by displaying a vintage RV from the 1930s along with present day vehicles 
at the Capitol.

RV owners are excited about the upcoming travel season and plan to use their 
vehicles more so than last year, according to a new study conducted by the 
Recreation Vehicle Industry Association (RVIA).  

   
• Ninety-three percent of RV owners say they’ll use their RV more total days in 

2007 than they did last year; 
• Nearly half of RVers say fuel costs will not affect their RV travel plans; 
• Of those who said their plans would be affected this summer, 60 percent will 

still travel but to destinations closer to home; 
• Fifty-six percent said they would stay longer in one place.
